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1. In Crisis
	The participant has a history of academic failure and lack basic skills.  The participant has less than a secondary education, does not have a GED and may be functionally illiterate.  The participant shows no commitment to learning and has no interest in improving levels of education.

	2. Vulnerable
	The participant has not completed secondary education, but recognizes the value of attaining educational credentials, and is working to attain GED or improve literacy.

	3. Stable
	The participant has demonstrated some academic achievement, has a high school diploma or GED.  Has marketable skills but level of education limits potential for career advancement.

	4. Safe
	The participant is  actively pursuing post-secondary education or credentials, either formally or informally.  The participant demonstrates some recognition of value of continued formal and informal education.

	5. Thriving
	The participant has a post-secondary education or training.  Such education may include college, technical school, or less formal education.  The participant demonstrates a positive attitude toward learning.
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
