1. In Crisis
	No public or private transportation is available to the household.  Family members have no medical coverage (public or private) and no access to the health care system.  The participant ignores health problems.  No child care is available to the family.  Household members’ opportunities and ability to meet basic needs are sharply limited due to the lack of awareness or unavailability of transportation, health care, and other community resources.  The participant does not feel safe in the neighborhood in which he/she lives.

	2. Vulnerable
	Transportation is unreliable and unpredictable.  The participant makes inappropriate use of the health care system and health care needs may be addressed only through emergency room visits.  Access to health care is limited.  Child care is available, but is unreliable or unaffordable.  Children receive inadequate supervision.  Household members have some access to community services, but they may be unreliable, inaccessible or unaffordable, which impairs the household’s ability to meet basic needs and limits opportunities available to family members. 

	3. Stable
	Transportation for household members is generally reliable but limited.  The family is able to get medical care, but relies on subsidies (Medicare, Medicaid, etc.) To pay for medical care.  The family’s use of health care system is inconsistent--preventive health habits are not practiced.  Child care is not widely available to the family.  Child care is affordable to the family only with subsidy.  The participant usually has access to community resources to meet most basic needs, but often have problems and must rely on others for assistance.

	4. Safe
	Transportation is accessible, allowing household members to meet basic needs.  Family members can get medical care when needed.   The family is partially covered by health insurance.  Family members demonstrate some knowledge of health issues, and, to a limited degree, practice preventive health.  Family has access to reliable, affordable, and accessible child care with subsidy.  Household members may occasionally encounter some difficulty in accessing community resources.

	5. Thriving
	Transportation is available and reliable and family is able to obtain quality child care of its choice.  All household members are covered by health insurance.  Coverage is adequate to ensure that family will not be burdened by medical bills.  Family members practice preventive health habits.  Household members can always get where they need to go and readily access the community resources they want or need.  The participant’s neighborhood environment is safe and there is a personal perception of freedom within that environment.
