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1. In Crisis
	The participant has no supportive system within or outside the family unit.  The participant has no social or communication skills, is unable to develop relationships and is socially isolated. The participant has no involvement in community activities.   Interactions with others frequently involve conflict.  

	2. Vulnerable
	The participant has little or no interaction with family members.  Family composition changes frequently.  Stable positive family relationships rarely form.  The participant has difficulty in forming friendships and has a limited social network outside the immediate family.  The participant lacks motivation or confidence to become involved in community activities.

	3. Stable
	Negative behaviors may be present in interactions with family members, but participant acknowledges and seeks to change these behaviors.  Participant receives some support from family and/or friends.  The participant has some community concern and awareness, but involvement in community activities is limited.  The participant lacks knowledge of ways to increase involvement.

	4. Safe
	The participant is physically safe and emotionally secure.  Relationships with family members are generally supportive and usually free from conflict.  The participant feels a part of a family unit.  The participant has some involvement in community affairs and activities and feels a part of the community.

	5. Thriving
	The participant has a strong supportive network and receives consistent emotional support from friends and/or other family members.  The participant has relationships that bring about well-being and emotional fulfillment.  A strong positive family identity is maintained.  The participant is actively involved and is a stakeholder in community organizations such as civic bodies, service clubs, churches, schools, etc. contributing to the community’s well-being.
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
