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In Indiana, the Grassroots Prevention Coalition of Clark County hosted a Town Hall meeting in Jeffersonville according to the New Albany Tribune & Jeffersonville Evening News. The group discussed the recent death of a young man in an alcohol-related automobile accident who had been in court only a week earlier. School and law-enforcement officials and community activists who spoke at the meeting said greater effort is needed to get through to children and young adults about the dangers of alcohol. A school district official told the group that 25 percent of 8th-grade students report that they drink at least once a month, and the district thus believes it needs to educate children in the 5th, 6th, and 7th grades.
